Dear Students,  

Please be advised that in an ongoing 
effort to improve health and safety 
measures on campus, particularly as it 
applies to the prevention of spread of 

disease, a protective clothing committee was formed on 
campus. 

The Committee has met several times last semester and 
in conjunction with the faculty and developed a protective 
clothing policy on campus to insure basic health and 
safety measures as well as prevent the spread of 
potentially harmful infectious agents. 

Please be apprised that as part of this policy, several 
regions of campus will be adopting appropriate protective 
clothing to be worn in “designated areas”. This policy was 
voted on and enacted in the Dec. 5th, 2005 faculty 
meeting. 

The protective clothing for all members of the surgery 
and anesthesia areas are solid green scrubs (would 
apply to all faculty, staff, and students working in these 
areas). Scrubs would be donned in change rooms close 
to time of surgery and not worn to school. Scrubs would 
be covered with a white lab coat for short term entry into 
other areas of the hospital (green colored scrubs should 
not be worn anywhere outside of the surgical area). 

Face masks and head covers should be disposable 
(single use). For easy 
identification faculty and 
staff will be wearing blue 
head caps (bouffants). 
The anesthetists will be 
wearing yellow caps. 
The students are to 
wear green head caps 
(bouffants). Students 
need to also wear 
disposable shoe covers 
while in the surgical 
suite. 

Requirements for the purchase of green scrubs for 
students are as follows:   
1. Current 4th semester: will be expected to have green 
scrubs when they enter 6th semester.  
2. Current 3rd semester: will be expected to have green 
colored scrubs for their anesthesia lab in 5th semester.  

It is recommended (not required) that the current 5th and 
6th semester wear green scrubs.

The PAWS program 
does not go in search of 
stray animals to pick up.  
Obviously, there are too 
many roaming animals on St. Kitts, most of them really 
having a home somewhere.  Since we can’t pick them 
ALL up, we do have a spay/neuter release program that 
is making a big difference in the dog and cat 
overpopulation on the island. 
For those animals that are obviously suffering on the 
streets in front of our eyes, we can offer some stronger 
help.   
If you find an animal, and you'd like to see if PAW S 
can help: 
Call PAWS and tell them the situation @ 665-0386 
Or e-mail jedwards@rossvet.edu.kn or 
gcollins@rossvet.edu.kn 
 
***PAWS does not take responsibility for any animals that 
are taken in by a student unless we are contacted and 
have accepted to help the animal FIRST, before the 
animal is picked up!!!  Do not assume we can 
immediately take it in.   
 
If it is an injured or critically sick animal, and has met 
PAWS' requirements (see below ), we can then take 
action to get the animal immediate medical care.    
 
If the animal is not injured or critically sick, we may have 
you, or ourselves, watch the animal off and on for hours 
to days, to monitor the situation and see if the animal 
returns to a home.  If the animal still appears to be in

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need of help after the monitoring period, then PAWS will 
decide if we can take it in. 
Our requirements are: 
****There must be a foster home volunteer available at 
the time.  If there is not, we may ask the student that 
found the animal to help find a foster home. 
****There must be enough money at the time to be able 
to cover the animal’s medical care if it is a critical case.  
Donations are welcome if there are not funds available. 
****There must be room in the program.  We obviously 
have a limit on the number of cats and dogs we can be 
helping (financially and physically) at the same time. 

After PAWS has accepted to help an animal, we 
post signs with pictures at RAMS, IGA, Best Buy, and 
Nisbetts.  Since there are so many "stray" animals that 
really do have homes, this is a necessity.  We do not find 
the animal a home until the 2-week waiting period with 
signs up is over.    

Once in the PAWS program, the animal is 
provided any needed medical care, a good diet, 
heartworm preventative, dewormer, flea and tick control, 
vaccines, is spayed/neutered, and is found a home.  

Don't forget that we are a small team of helpers.  
So...we're always looking for help.  Anything that you can 
do or give would be beneficial to us:  money donation, 
supply donation (old medications, toys, litter boxes, or 
food), being a foster home volunteer, or just adopting one 
of our pets!  Every animal in the PAWS program has 
been through some really hard times and has a story to 
tell.  They deserve a good home from a Ross student!   
 
This Month: 
PAWS has recently had quite an influx of animals placed 
in our care. Below is a sample of who is available for 
adoption. But first, some good news! Mandy has 
completed her treatment for TVT, and is no longer 
contagious. She has also found a wonderful home with a 
Ross student. All of us at PAWS would again like to thank 
everyone who donated and contributed to her treatment. 
Without your support, the work we do would not be 
possible. 
 

 
Love is a high-energy medium-sized dog who would make a 
great running partner.  She gets along great with other dogs 
and loves to wrestle and play constantly. She has no tail, just a 
heart-shaped patch where it should be.

For only 
$10 per calendar year, students can receive the same 
amount of professional liability coverage as his or her 
sponsoring veterinarian. Once the $10 fee has been paid 
for the first clinical experience of the year, the PLIT will 
pay for subsequent applications during the same 
calendar year. An application must be completed before 
each clinical opportunity.
